Deception Women’s Ultimate Frisbee Club Constitution
Article I

Name

This organization shall be called Deception Women’s Ultimate Frisbee Club, henceforth referred to as Deception.

Article II
Purpose

Deception is a competitive club sports team formed to provide UAlbany’s women with the opportunity to play competitive ultimate frisbee at the college level. The team will promote good sportsmanship and the sport of ultimate. Deception will hold regular practices and travel to tournaments during both the fall and spring semesters. The team will collaborate with SCAM Ultimate in recruiting, practices, scrimmages, etc. to create an inclusive community of ultimate players on campus.
Article III
Membership

Participation in Deception events is open to anyone possessing an interest in learning how to play ultimate frisbee. The ultimate community as a whole is very inclusive, and this club will strive to mirror that inclusiveness.

However, since Deception is also a competitive sports team, membership in Deception is limited to individuals who demonstrate a willingness to attend multiple practices a week and travel to several tournaments during both semesters, as well as general team spirit and dedication. A participant is eligible for membership (and therefore eligible to travel to tournaments) after they attend five (5) team practices. The exception to this rule is if a tournament is scheduled so early in the season that the team has not yet held five practices.

A member is considered dedicated after one (1) semester of commitment to the team. Commitment is indicated by regular attendance at practices and participation in at least one tournament. This one (1) semester of commitment is required to hold office and to be eligible for a team jersey. Two (2) semesters of commitment is required to hold a Captain position.
Article IV
Government

Deception’s government is an Executive Board (E-Board) consisting of two Captains, President, Treasurer, and Secretary. The E-Board is responsible to the Student Association and all inquiries concerning Deception shall be brought to the E-Board. The duties of each officer are defined below:

Captains: Two captains are elected to share the following responsibilities. Captains are responsible for setting, planning, and leading practices, and collaborating with the coaches. Captains are in charge of evaluating tournament options to be discussed with the e-board and the coaches, but they will make the final tournament selection. The team looks to captains for motivation, spirit, and a willingness to teach. They will lead the team at tournaments and collaborate with the coaches to call lines. Captains will also network within the ultimate community - including with other teams, leagues, and local players. They will coordinate any clinics or scrimmages we host, be in charge of reserving field or bubble space, and be the club contact for Campus Rec. They will be admins of the Facebook groups and have access to the team e-mail.

President: The President is empowered to create or disband Deception offices, appoint or remove rules, write rules, levy dues, and govern the membership in the best interest of the purposes set herein. They will set dates for, compose agenda for, and lead E-Board meetings. The President will be the club contact for SA (Student Association) and OSI (Office of Student Involvement), and will take care of any paperwork and attend any meetings related to these. The President is required by SA to pass the Treasurer's exam, and will assist the Treasurer as need be. This office is also responsible for submitting bids to tournaments and coordinating with the Treasurer to pay tournament fee, and they will be in charge of securing housing, especially in the case of hotels, for away tournaments. The President is responsible for ensuring we have two Club Safety Officers who have relevant training. They will also manage the MyInvolvement page, have access to the team e-mail, and be an admin for the Facebook groups (not page).

Treasurer: The Treasurer is responsible for keeping all records of all financial dealings of Deception and providing written documentation as spelled out in the treasurer’s handbook. They will keep in contact with the Comptroller, submit purchase requests to access the money from our budget, submit requests to SA for supplemental funding, and will keep the E-Board updated on the status of our budget. They will work with the captains to pay tournament bids, and with the president to pay hotel costs. Any money collected from team members for jerseys, hotels, tournaments, gas, etc will be collected by the treasurer. They will also spearhead all fundraising efforts, taking the necessary steps to coordinate them and communicate fundraising information to the team.

Secretary: The secretary will organize recruiting efforts, including tabling and flyering, and will work to increase the teams' visibility on campus. They will manage and update all of the team’s social media (Facebook page but NOT Facebook groups, Twitter, website), which includes collecting photographs for tournament albums and updating team bios. They will take notes at E-Board meetings and be in charge of any flyers or handouts that need to be made and approved. The secretary will submit a video for the UAlbany Unite challenge and will collect photos to be used to promote the team.

Club Safety Officers: Two officers will be appointed by the E-Board during the first E-Board meeting before the conclusion of the academic year. The position is required by Club Sports, and Club Safety Officers will be responsible for attending any meetings and completing any paper work Club Sports assigns them. They will also be in charge of the med kit, and will ensure its presence at practices and tournaments. As specified by Club Sports, Club Safety Officers must be First Aid and AED certified.
Article V
Elections

Elections for the Deception executive board shall be held at the end of each academic year at the discretion of the President. The President shall notify all members of the election one (1) week prior to the election date. Election results will only be counted if there is quorum. The current President will have discretion on how voting should occur. Any member who has met the minimum one (1) semester of commitment may run for office (President, Treasurer, Secretary), and any member who has met a minimum of two (2) semesters of commitment may run for Captain. The semester do not need to be consecutive.
Article VI
Meetings

Official meetings of the E-Board shall be held bi-weekly, with timing and location at the discretion of the President. The first meeting of the new E-Board will be held before the spring semester ends. E-Board meetings will be announced to the club members in advance, and any member may come to observe. Practices are considered club meetings and club business can be discussed and voted on at practices, preferably at the end.
Article VII
Quorum

A quorum is defined as the minimum number of members of an assembly that must be present to make a meeting valid. For our purposes, however, quorum will only be required for voting; if a member could not attend, the meeting may be held, but voting may not occur without quorum. Quorum for E-Board meetings is all five (5) members. Quorum for club meetings is half the number of members plus one. If additional E-Board offices are created in the future, quorum for E-Board meetings will fluctuate with the number of offices.
Article VIII
Dues

Each Deception member will only be expected to pay dues to help pay for the cost of tournament fees, jerseys, and other team endeavors. Once a budget is established, payment for the aforementioned items will come primarily from the team budget and dues will only be levied to pay for the remaining difference. The amount to be paid will be disclosed and dues will be levied only after the E-Board has decided which tournaments the team will be attending that semester and calculated the overall cost to the team.

Dues may be levied on a tournament to tournament basis if some members cannot attend all tournaments. Additionally, if a member is not getting a jersey, they will not be expected to pay dues to cover the cost of jerseys. Dues may not be levied to cover the cost of gas and food bought during team events.
Article IX
Appointment and Removal

Nominations for removal of any E-Board member require a majority vote of the E-Board to be issued. They may not be removed without first being addressed by the E-Board and given the opportunity to discuss the reason for their removal. If following this opportunity the E-Board feels the nomination should stand, The E-Board member may be appointed or removed by order of no less than a two-thirds majority of the membership.
Article X
Amendment

With the recommendation of the Deception officers, the President shall be empowered to issue an amendment to this constitution, in whole or in part, to be set down by the Secretary who will be charged to inform the Student Association of the changes, which will become effective upon approval by the Student Association.
Article XI
Ratification

This constitution shall become effective upon unanimous approval by the E-Board, and approval by the Student Association.

Article XII
Student Association Funds

The Treasurer shall be charged with preparing a budget for Student Association funds, and with the responsibility for proper expenditure of these funds. The E-Board will draft a Student Association budget for submission upon approval by the membership; no separate budget council shall be required.
